
 

SONATA-ALLEGRO FORM (First Movement Form) 
Often used as the formal design for the first movement of multiple-movement compositions such as the Symphony, String Quartet, Sonata, 

Concerto in the Classical, Romantic, and Modern periods. 
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EXPOSITION – usually repeated DEVELOPMENT RECAPITULATION (RECAP)
